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So you have PV arrays, wind towers, hot water solar, and geothermal systems on
your campus: the hardware. Conservation and community buy-in — human behav-
ioral habits — are also important factors that affect a campus’s carbon footprint.
Come learn about systems that support a culture of sustainability among students
(as well as faculty and staff): connections between courses and campus features
and innovations, resilient systems of student leadership, and multiple pathways to
get from vision (still trying to figure out how to implement the American Colleges
and Universities President’s Climate Commitment?) to action. Take back several
easy activities to help inspire your campus community to take leadership!
